Info High-Wind Excursions: Our High-
Wind Excursions for windsurfers from
water-launch level will be accompanied
by an experienced windsurfing instruc-
tors. Usually it takes us to Salinas de
Arinaga, where flat water and wind bet-
ween 6-8 Bft. are expected. In summer
the tours are offered up to 6 times a
week. In the winter depending on demand
and on condititions. Experienced wave
freaks can take their own material to top
spots as Vargas or Pozo lIzquierdo. The
fee for the strong wind excursions is 10
EUR/day and 35 EUR/week.

WINDSURFING - - SUP - SURFING

THE SPOT ON GRAN CANARIA

Gran Canaria is for sure one of the windiest islands of the Canaries, and
due to the character of the island, winds of 6-8 bft. are not unusual during
the summer! However, as there is a wind shadow at the spot right in front
of the center, beginners and intermediates will also find the right conditions
for learning and practicing.

WIND AND WAVES

In Bahia Feliz the wind normally blows sideshore from the left (north-
east) and provides choppy water and sometimes even swell. Close to the
beach the conditions are always a little bit smoother, offering beginners
and intermediates nice practising conditions. The further you sail out, the
steadier the wind and the bigger the waves. However, the height of the
waves strongly depends on the wind direction and strength. With low tide
the water in front of the center is rather flat, and with high tide a shore
break may occur. During winter (October - April) the wind is lighter, but
the waves are bigger. Particularly wind blowing from the south-west (side-
onshore) creates waves up to 1.5 meters. During winter beginners and
intermediates will find better conditions in the morning. During summer
(May - September) the thermal winds are stronger and steadier. However,
they blow more northerly and keep Bahia Feliz in the wind shadow on
some days. On these days the thermal wind often kicks in and provides
beginners and intermediates with great conditions up to 3 bft.

THE CENTER

Our Club Mistral Center on Gran Canaria was the very first Club Mistral
center worldwide and opened in 1985.
